
Brandon United Soccer – Player Code of Conduct 
 
“Premier or Regional Players in Winnipeg Youth Soccer Association Programming” 
 
As a WYSA Premier or Regional Player you will be representing your team and the Brandon Youth 
Soccer Association on behalf of the City of Brandon.  The Premier program provides a player exposure 
to the game of soccer at the highest level, as and such demands the highest level of commitment and 
respect from the player. 
 
Premier or Regional Players should take pride in the fact that they have made these teams, and as 
such must set the example for the club through adherence of the following Player Code of Conduct:  
 
Soccer is my passion, and I will train and play the game to fullest extent of my ability.  I will be an 
example to all other players, and will encourage and challenge them with my positive attitude. 
 
I will play by the rules and in the spirit of the game and abide by the principles of Fair Play. 
 
I will respect my opponents, teammates, coaches and the officials 
 
I will do my best to be a true team player and be supportive of all my teammates. 
 
I will remember that winning isn’t everything, and will not measure success in this manner.   
 
I will acknowledge all good plays/performances – those of my team and of the opponents. 
 
I will remember that coaches and officials are there to help me and I will accept their decisions and 
show them respect. 
 
I will pay attention when coaches are talking. 
 
I will maintain my self-control at all times, on and off the field. 
 
Whatever you, as a player, do at any time should be influenced by the question “How will what I am 
saying or doing reflect on the image of myself, the Manitoba Soccer Association, Brandon Youth 
Soccer Association, and MY TEAM. 
 
When ever the team is together, I will wear appropriate attire. My clothing will be of good taste, shirts 
with suggestive or obscene wording will not be appropriate. 
 
I will refrain from using obscene language as I acknowledge this will not be tolerated. 
 
I acknowledge that all team meetings, training sessions, and events are compulsory at the premier 
level and as such will be punctual.  I will arrive fifteen (15) minutes before any of above scheduled 
events.  I acknowledge being late or missing of team events may result in reduced playing 
opportunity.   
 
I acknowledge that I am responsible to inform the coach and or manager of any events that I may be 
absent from or will be late for.  I acknowledge being late or missing of team events may result in 
reduced playing opportunity.   
 



I acknowledge the importance of game preparation and as such will arrive at all games a minimum of 
30 minutes prior to the scheduled start, unless another scheduled time has been advised by my coach 
or manager.  I acknowledge being late or missing of team events may result in reduced playing 
opportunity. 
 
I will adhere to all team rules as set by the coaches and manager regarding curfew times, game 
preparations, etc. 
 
I am in this program to train hard and learn to play the game to my potential and I will strive to make 
every effort to fulfill this pledge. 
 
With my signature, I acknowledge that I have read, understand and will adhere to the principles and 
regulations contained to the best of my abilities. I understand that my inability to fulfill my obligations 
as a premier player may result in disciplinary action, suspension, or expulsion from the team.
